The most important thing for you to do

e Check with individual colleges to see which tests they require.

e Register online at <www.collegeboard.org> for the SAT or at
<www.act.org> for the ACT.

e Take more than once (usually at least once in the Spring of JR
year and once in the Fall of SR year)

e Most colleges will use your highest scores
e All colleges have deadlines!

e Taking the SAT/ACT after December of your senior year maybe
too late!

e SAT/ACT fee waivers are available for students who on free or
reduced lunch.*

Things to Look at Before Applying to Colleges Next Year

Common Ways to Apply to College:

1. Common/ Coalition Application—a standardized undergraduate
application form accepted at colleges and universities nationwide
(ex: Emory University, Georgia Institute of Technology, and UGA).
One applicationwill be sent to the schools (who are members) and
on your list. If you want to use this, you must go through Naviance
which is on your student portal listed under “Additional Resources.”
You can watch videos on our Counseling Website to learn more
about what to do with Naviance.

2. Individual Applications from the College and/or University (ex: UGA)

3. GA Futures

(ex: Georgia Gwinnett College)

* Notice some colleges have multiple types of applications and let
you choose which one to use (ex: Emory, GA Tech, and UGA).

APPLY TO MORE THAN ONE
SCHOOL!!!

Stretch/Reach Schools — the most selective schools on your list. These are
the most difficult schools to get into and/ or may be the most expensive.
You meet their minimum criteria, but you know that there are far more
applicants than they can possibly accept.

Range Schools - Schools whose numbers (SAT/ACT and GPA) match your
numbers. Your chances of being accepted are good, but not guaranteed.

Safety Schools — a college that you are overqualified for and can afford. You
should have a good chance of being accepted.

KEEP YOUR GRADES UP!

Grades during your junior year are important. Most students will
apply during 15t semester and submit their grades through their
junior year. However, many schools will ask for 15t semester
grades after you apply. ALL schools will ask for a FINAL transcript
to be sent to the school where you will eventually attend. (Also,
keep in mind that whether or not you earn the HOPE Scholarshi
is determined by your cumulative core average after May 20
grades are posted.) Keep working right up to the end.



A Note About Pre-Arranged
Absences

If you know you will be out of school ahead of time, please get a Pre-
Arranged Absence Form from the Attendance Office. This will let your
teachers know you will be out and allow you to make up missed
assignments. It will not make the absence excused, however.

A Word About Rigor
Requirements

» In order to be HOPE Eligible: You must meet rigor
requirements.

» You must have at least 4 courses listed on the rigor list.

» Gwinnett County offers students a rigorous curriculum
so most of you will not need to worry about this.
Gwinnett County Public Schools has this rigor built into
the required curriculum.

» For example, the following courses are considered
rigorous:

= Math: Precalculus and Statistical Reasoning

HOPE Career Grant

» The HOPE Career Grant, formerly known as the
Strategic Industries Workforce Development Grant, is
available to HOPE Grant-qualified students who enroll in
select majors specifically aligned with one of 18
industries in which there are more jobs available in
Georgia than there are skilled workers to fill them.
These industries have been identified as strategically
important to the state’s economic growth.

HOPE Career Grant—to be eligible students
must first qualify for and be receiving the
HOPE Grant. Together, these grants will

» Parents that want an in-person appt in the month of February should make
an appt. on the Counseling website <gcpsk12.org/ParkviewHS>. In the Menu,
choose “Counseling” and then “Book an Appointment.” Choose the “10th-
12th Grade Counselors” and choose your student’s counselor. Be sure to pick
a time that says, “JR Conf” in the appt slot. Other appts are reserved for
students in other grade levels. Remind parents that they can start making
appts AFTER Jan. 27,

» Take the SAT/ACT this semester.

» Start looking for what you want to do for a career and what you would like
to major in for college.

» Pick several colleges and/or universities that you can apply to in the fall of
your Senior year.

» Visit some colleges and/or universities. The summer is always a great time
for this. However, if you do this during the school year, get a Pre-Arranged
Absence Form from the Attendance Office.
