College Admissions Checklist
Keep checking email and college websites to review admission status.
Submit remaining requested documents. (transcripts / test scores / ID)
Visit each campus. Compare the colleges.
Compare financial aid rewards.
Make your college decision (May 1st / sooner the better) Inform college you plan to attend and pay a deposit.
Apply for housing if you plan to live on-campus. Signup for orientation and register for class.
Meet with a college financial aid representative to see if you have a remaining balance before you move in.

Military Checklist

Speak with a recruiter. Take the ASVAB exam.
Identify the jobs you’re interested in within the branch. Complete a physical exam.
Meet with a military counselor to talk about possible job opportunities. (Active duty, Reserves, National Guard, etc.) Sign enlistment contract and prepare for basic training.

Apprenticeship or Internship Checklist
Consider your desired position and industry. (Electrician, HAVC, welding, carpenter, plumber, etc.)
Search for programs (apprenticeship.gov, jobcorps.com, CareerOneStop.org, technical colleges, partners, labor and trade organizations)
Fulfill requirements, usually at least Age Requirement and High School graduation
Prepare your resume.
Apply for the apprenticeship/internship. Complete an interview.
Accept an apprenticeship/internship.

Full-time Job or Career Checklist
Use Naviance to search for jobs that do not require college degrees that are in industries you care about.
Read job descriptions on Indeed and LinkedIn
Create a resume and cover letter to highlight your skills and experiences that match the job descriptions.
Consider taking classes to receive industry certifications or continuing education courses.
Consider volunteering or interning to gain experience. Network with professionals within your desired industry. Apply for multiple career opportunities within your desired field of interest.

HOW TO CHOOSE A COLLEGE

Choosing a college is an important decision, and it can be a bit overwhelming. Your Academic Fit and wants/needs for a college make this choice a lot easier. Academic Fit takes into account the rigor of your classes, GPA, SAT and/or ACT test scores, class rank, and essay/writing skills.

If you know you’re an academic fit for a college, you should then carefully consider what matters to you when it comes to choosing a college. The best way to start this is to create some “filters” or standards that you can use to “qualify” a college for you. To create these filters, ask yourself some questions, such as “what is important to me,” “what is the MOST important thing a college must have,” and “what do I want a college to NOT have.” When you have figured out the questions you want to ask, you can start creating those “filters” to qualify a college for you.

There’s no universal order to “filters”, so it really does depend on what matters to you. Here are some common “filters” that you may want to include in your search.
Major - If you know what major or degree program you want to pursue or even if you just have an idea about what you’re considering, that may be one of the most important filters you put in place. If a college does not offer that major or degree program, you can probably disqualify it.
Location - Is it close to home? Is it far enough away from home? Is it in-state? Out-of-state? Is it in a city? Is it near the beach or mountains?
Legacy - For some students, the legacy aspect is important when they consider a college. If you specifically want to go to a college your parents or other family members went to, this may be another filter to put in place. Some colleges even have scholarships in place for students whose parents went to that college.
Affordability - One of the most important filters for your college search is the affordability of the college. Your financial aid (so your federal and state scholarships, your loans, any outside scholarships, and your state scholarships) works with your tuition and fees to give you the total cost of a college. Affordability is usually a piece students consider at the beginning of their search and it’s often the final selector for their college decision.
Size – Do you want a college that has thousands and thousands of students? Less?
Personal / Family Feel – Maybe you want a college that feels like “home” or where you have small classes so you get to know your professors and peers really well. Whether the personal or family feel be the college community, the size of the classes, or something else, you’ll know it when you visit the campus and feel it.
Sports and Student Life - Two other filters work together – athletics and student life. A college with great athletics may not have great student life on campus and vice versa. Maybe the sports they have is important or maybe you care more about what you can do on the campus. Sometimes these aspects work together, but it depends on what you’re looking for.
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HOW TO CHOOSE A COLLEGE

Private vs. Public – Do you have a preference for public or private colleges?
Campus Resources - Does this college have what I need as a student and as a person? Is it close to a hospital? How is the campus safety? Does it meet my accessibility needs? Are there career services? Mental health services?

Now that we know some common questions, we can work on answering them. So, where are the best places to find this information?

College website– The most updated information is usually on a college’s website.
College Fair – College fairs are great evenys to get answers to a lot of these questions for a lot of colleges.
College Representatives - College representatives are at college fairs, and they’re usually the top experts on what is available at that college. They also occasionally visit our school, and they’re more than happy to address your questions and concerns through email.
Visits - The best way to learn this information about colleges you’re interested in is by visiting the college. You can visit them on preview days/open houses, traditional college tours, or academic showcases.
Naviance College SuperMatch Tool – This tool is available for all juniors at Dacula High School (and other GCPS high schools). This tool lets you set up your filters before doing a big search, and it will match colleges with you based on your academic fit and what you want in a college.
The DHS Counseling Services team – Don’t neglect your counselor and college and career specialist! They have years and years of experience working with colleges, and they usually have contacts at colleges that can assist you.

Once you’ve created your filters and figured out the answers to your questions, you can assemble a list of schools to consider. Talk to your counselors, your college and career specialist, your teachers, and your family to decide which schools offer you a good shot at admissions, are a good fit academically, and are possible with your family finances/financial aid options.

Decide how many schools from each category you'll apply to and develop a plan, noting deadlines, required materials, and application costs. Take a final look at your schools to make sure they meet your career plans. Make sure you meet the schools' admissions requirements (GPA, SAT/ACT scores, etc.). For schools that made the cut, apply on Common App, on the college’s website, or through GAFutures (for some public Georgia colleges). Be aware of deadlines, required fees, etc. Make sure your application is complete before the deadline, including the submission of letters of recommendation, transcripts, and other required materials.
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Questions to Ask College Representatives at a College Fair or Campus Visit

Admissions and Costs

1. What are your admission requirements and deadlines? How should I apply?
2. Which tests do you require for admissions?
3. Which criteria are most important when you evaluate the application of a student?
4. Right now I am taking	(courses) in high school. Any suggestions on what I could do to improve my chances of being accepted at your school?
5. What is the average cost of attendance at your school? What is your school’s tuition?
6. What kind of financial aid is available, including scholarships?
7. Why should I choose your school over another similar one? What is special, distinctive, or outstanding about your school?
The Academic Environment

1. I am considering majoring in	in college. Do you offer that major?
2. What are the most popular majors at your college?
3. How intense is the academic atmosphere? (average hours spent studying, library full on weekends, etc.)
4. What is the average class size? Are classes taught by professors or graduate students?
5. How accessible are the professors outside of classes? To prospective students?
6. What opportunity is there for independent study, study abroad, internships, receiving AP credit, transfer credits, etc.?
7. Is there an honors program?
8. How would I access career planning and placement, counseling, academic advising, support, and writing labs? Who are the advisors?

The Campus and the Students

1. Are freshmen required to live on campus?
2. What are some can’t-miss events or features of your college? Are any of these open to prospective students?
3. Is the college part of the surrounding community or set apart from it as a
self-contained unit? If it is in a rural area, how far is the nearest town and how do students get there?
4. What is the campus like? (size, location, etc)
5. What are the demographics of your student body? Faculty and staff?
6. What are some initial reactions of freshmen when they first came to the campus? What do juniors say are the strengths and weaknesses of the college?
7. What percent of students remain on campus on the weekends?
8. What kinds of clubs, activities, and athletic teams does your school have? Do you have fraternities and sororities?
Student Resources and Accessibility

1. I’m the first in my family to go to college - what supports does your college offer for me and other students like me?
2. How accessible is your campus for students who have mobility needs?
3. Does your college have an Accessibility or Disability Services team?
4. What accommodations does your college make for students with accessibility needs that impact learning? Testing time, audio recordings, registration, class location changes, etc
5. What are some of the features of your college’s Campus Safety office?
6. Does your college offer mental health services on campus?
7. Does your college have an on-campus doctor or nurse?
8. How many students work while they’re in college? Are there jobs available on campus?
9. Does your college have a career services office that assists students with internships and jobs during and after college?

Basic Eligibility Requirements
In order to determine eligibility for federal and some state financial aid programs, students must:

· Demonstrate financial need or exhibit academic merit, depending on the type of financial aid
· Have a high school diploma or General Educational Development (GED) diploma
· Be enrolled in, or accepted to, an institution participating in federal financial aid programs
· Be a U.S. citizen, permanent resident or eligible non-citizen
· Have a valid Social Security number
· Meet Georgia Drug-Free Postsecondary Education Act of 1990 criteria
· Not be in default or owe a refund on any federal or state student grant or federal or state student loan
· Be registered with the US Selective Service, if required (State Aid Programs)

The FAFSA
With the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), you can apply for financial aid for multiple colleges and funding sources. Simply visit fafsa.gov to begin your online application.

The FAFSA will be available in December of 2023. If you are planning on attending college in the fall of 2024, you should complete the 2024-2025 FAFSA.

How is your
financial need calculated?
In general, your financial need is determined by two
factors:
· Cost of Attendance (COA) is tuition, fees, room and board, transportation and other costs associated with attendance established by the college/university.
· Student Aid Index (SAI) is a formal evaluation of a student’s approximate financial resources to contribute toward their postsecondary education for a specific award year.
COA – SAI = Financial Need

What Happens Next?
· Once you have completed and submitted your FAFSA, you will receive a Student Aid Report (SAR) in 3-5 days. Your SAR is a summary of the information you reported on the FAFSA.
· Colleges listed on your FAFSA will receive and review the Institutional Student Information Record (ISIR) after your FAFSA has been submitted. This is the information schools use to determine your aid eligibility.
· Once the college/university has reviewed the ISIR, a financial aid package is generated and sent to you via email or regular mail. Contact the college/university about their timeframe for this process.


GSFAPP and Other Financial Aid Applications
In addition to the FAFSA, the GSFAPP (Georgia Student Finance Application) is the state application for the HOPE and Zell Miller Scholarship and
Grant, Tuition Equalization Grant and Inclusive Postsecondary Education Grant programs. The application takes three to five minutes to complete and only needs to be completed once and it is good for ten years. You can complete the GSFAPP on GAfutures.org.

You may also need to complete other institutional applications or forms. Be sure to contact the colleges/ universities of interest or visit their website(s) to find out what other forms or applications are required.

Basic Financial Aid Terms
Education Loans – Money borrowed by a student or parent from the federal government or a private lender to fund postsecondary education; requires repayment with interest.
FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) – Application completed by students and parents to apply for federal financial aid, along with some state programs.
Federal Financial Aid – Money offered by the federal government to assist eligible students in funding their post- secondary education.
Grants – Money available to eligible students based upon financial need, past academic performance, service to the community or special areas of study; does not require repayment.
GSFAPP (Georgia Student Finance Application) – is the state application for HOPE Programs, Tuition Equalization Grant, and IPSE. The GSFAPP is easy to complete and is good for ten years. Available on GAfutures.org.
ISIR (Institutional Student Information Record) – Contains the information submitted on the FAFSA and the EFC as well as other information regarding financial aid eligibility. The ISIR is electronically transmitted to the school.
SAI (Student Aid Index) – is a formal evaluation of a student’s approximate financial resources to contribute toward their postsecondary education for a specific award year.
SAR (Student Aid Report) – Document you will receive after your FAFSA is processed. Your SAR will contain a summary of information reported on the FAFSA as well as your EFC.
Scholarships – Money for college that does not have to be repaid. This money can come from many sources, including the government, community groups, schools and corporations. Awards may be based on academic merit, artistic or athletic talent, major or hobbies. Search for scholarships on GAfutures.org.
Service Cancelable Loans – Student loans that will not have to be repaid if certain conditions are met. Examples of service cancelable loans are the Georgia National Guard Service Cancelable Loan and the Scholarship for Engineering Education.
Work-Study Programs – Provide part-time jobs for undergraduate and graduate students with financial need, allowing them to earn money to help pay educational expenses.

Maintaining	
HOPE Scholarship
Students must maintain a minimum cumulative 3.0 calculated HOPE GPA* at designated checkpoints (end of every spring semester and at 30, 60 and 90 attempted semester hours; end of every spring quarter and at 45, 90 and 135 attempted quarter hours). If a student’s calculated HOPE GPA falls below a 3.0, they will lose the HOPE Scholarship and will only be eligible to regain it once.
Zell Miller Scholarship
Students must maintain a minimum cumulative 3.3 calculated HOPE GPA* at designated checkpoints (end of every spring semester and at 30, 60 and 90 attempted semester hours; end of every spring quarter and at 45, 90 and
135 attempted quarter hours). If a student’s calculated HOPE GPA falls below a 3.3, they will lose the Zell Miller Scholarship but may still be eligible for the HOPE Scholarship. Students can regain the Zell Miller Scholarship only once.
*Calculated HOPE GPA refers to all attempted hours after high school graduation. Approved postsecondary STEM courses taken fall 2018 and later receive .5 weight to grade B, C or D.
